Adult Leader Responsibilities
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The 2008 Georgia Youth Summit is designed to create an awareness of state/local issues, to
enhance youth-adult partnerships on the local level, and to equip youth to become active locally
in the betterment of their community.

Youth-adult partnerships are a critical element of the Georgia Youth Summit. The program is
designed to empower county teams of youth and adults to enhance their local communities. To
optimize the experience of everyone in attendance, it is necessary for the adult volunteer to
participate actively in all Summit activities.

Prior to the Event

v' Prepare the county team by completing the Pre-Conference Preparation Packet

v" Meet with the county team to develop preliminary county project ideas, arrange for
transportation and orient the team to the expectations of the event.

v" Work with Cooperative Extension Office to become a Certified Adult Leader

v' Collect the medical forms and code of conduct forms from all of the delegates before you
leave to come to Rock Eagle. These forms will be turned in at registration. They are
necessary and mandatory for registration.

During the Event
v’ Serve as a chaperone. Attend all adult meetings.
v' Participate as a county delegate in issue roundtables and other programming.
v Assist the county team in processing information relative to their county as well as
developing the local action plan for the county.

Following the Event
v Assist in coordinating the implementation of the county project.

Cell Phones:

- We understand that many in attendance will have cell phones for

emergency contact reasons however, cell phones must remain turned off
and out of site during all Youth Summit Programs.

Clothing guidelines:

- Saturday - Comfortable modest dress including shorts and tennis shoes.

- Sunday & Monday - Business Casual: clothing should be clean, pressed
and in good taste. Clothing should be free of holes, frays and tears. No
clothing alluding to violations in the 4-H Code of Conduct are allowed.
Under garments should be worn but not be visible. Midriffs should notbe
exposed and pajama bottoms may not be worn in the place of pants.

From Atlanta and other areas West and
Midwest...

Take 1-20 East towards Augusta. Take Exit
114 (Madison/Eatonton exit) and turn right
(south) onto Highway 441/129. Travel about 12 miles until you see a large, rectangular,
stone sign on the right which says, "University of Georgia, Cooperative Extension
Service, Rock Eagle 4-H Center". Turn right and drive about 2.5 miles until you see a
smaller version of this stone sign. Turn Right. Drive down the hill to the guard house (at
the stop sign). Follow the white and black signs to your destination.

COLUMBUS

From Augusta and other areas East...

Take 1-20 West toward Atlanta. Take Exit 114 (Madison/Eatonton exit) and turn left
(south) onto Highway 441/129. Travel about 12 miles until you see a large, rectangular,
stone sign on the right which says, "University of Georgia, Cooperative Extension
Service, Rock Eagle 4-H Center”. Turn right and drive about 2.5 miles until you see a
smaller version of this stone sign. Turn Right. Drive down the hill to the guard house (at
the stop sign). Follow the white and black signs to your destination.

From North Carolina and other areas Northeast...

Take 1-85 South towards Atlanta. Exit at Commerce, GA (Highway 441). Follow
Highway 441 around Athens and continue south. Cross 1-20. About 12 miles south you
will see a large, rectangular, stone sign on the right which says, "University of Georgia,
Cooperative Extension Service, Rock Eagle 4-H Center". Turn right and drive about 2.5
miles until you see a smaller version of this stone sign. Turn Right. Drive down the hill to
the guard house (at the stop sign). Follow the white and black signs to your destination.

From Macon and other areas South...

From 1-75 take 1-16 East. Exit onto Highway 129. Go north towards Grey, GA. Go
through Grey and head towards Eatonton. Make a left onto the Eatonton bypass (this is
where Highway 129 joins with Highway 441). About nine miles north of Eatonton you
will see a large, rectangular, stone sign on the left which says, "University of Georgia,
Cooperative Extension Service, Rock Eagle 4-H Center". Turn left and drive about 2.5
miles until you see a smaller version of this stone sign. Turn Right. Drive down the hill to
the guard house (at the stop sign). Follow the white and black signs to your destination.
